
  

Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time — February 5th, 2012 
Today’s gospel tells us of the Jesus who “cured many”: Peter’s mother-in-law, the sick 
among the town, those who were possessed with demons. It is no surprise that “every one 
is looking” for Jesus—who wouldn’t seek hope and the promise of a better life if someone 
were among us who could heal us of every illness. 
The significance of Jesus’ healings and exorcisms goes beyond the individuals who came 
to him in their illness. Rather, they reveal the purpose for which Jesus came. Into a world 
of hopelessness described by Job (first reading) and suffering depicted by the sick and the 
possessed, Jesus enters preaching Good News, confronting suffering and bringing hope. 
Jesus is the Good News in action. 
Job’s lament in the first reading deepens our awareness of what in our human condition 
needs healing, and at this point in Job’s miserable life he only sees an “end without hope.” 
Like those in the gospel who come to Jesus for healing, we all come to Jesus with expectations. The challenge is to 
move beyond our expectations to what Jesus really wants to give us—the Good News of salvation. The new life and 
hope Jesus brings by his preaching does not give us the assurance of never suffering. The Good News does assure 
us, however, of having strength to keep the suffering in perspective. Jesus assures us that suffering belongs to this 
life, but this is not all there is to life.  
In short, we need to allow Jesus’ presence to transform us so that our every breath is a proclamation of God’s 
saving mystery. We know what Jesus did: encountered people and offered them wholeness. As his disciples, this is 
our work and way of life as well.
